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Los Andes Vest
designed by Linda Daniels for Northampton Wools, © 2009
Sizes: sm (med, lg, xlg)
Finished Measurements: 36 (40, 44, 48, 50)”.



Materials: 4 (5, 5, 6, 6) sks Los Andes by Aslan Trends (100gm, 87yds, 85% merino wool, 15% polymide); size 13 needles, stitch holders, yarn needle.
Gauge: 5 sts = 2” in stst on size 13 needles. 



Back:
With size 13 needles, cast on 44 (50, 56, 60, 64) sts. Work 4 rows in garter stitch. Work in st st until piece measures 11” or desired length to underarm, ending with a wrong side row. Work the first 6 and the last 6 sts in garter st for 4 rows.
Shape Armhole:
Bind off 3 sts at the beginning of the next 2 rows. Keeping the first 3 and the last 3 sts of the piece in garter st, continue in st st on the remaining sts until the armhole measures 8 (8, 9, 9, 10)”. Bind off all sts.
Left Front:

With size 13 needles, cast on 24 (27, 30, 33, 36) sts. Work in garter stitch for 4 rows.
Shape neckline:
Row 1: K to the last 7 sts, SSK, K5.

Row 2: K5, P to the end.

Row 3: K to the last 5 sts, increase 1 st, K5.

Row 4: K6, P to end.

Row 5: K to the last 8 sts, SSk, K6.

Row 6: K6, P to end.

Row 7: K to the kast 6 sts, inc 1 st, K6.

Row *: K7, P to end.

Row 9: K to the last 7 sts, SSK, K7.
Row 10: K8, P to end.

Row 11: K to the last 8 sts, inc 1, K8.

Row 12: K9, P to end.

Row 13: K to the last 11 sts, SSK, K9.

Row 14: K 9, P to end.

Row 15: K to the last 9 sts, inc 1 sts, K9.

Row 16: K10, P to end.

Row 17: K to the last 12 sts, SSK, K10.

Row 18: K 10, P to end.

Work even in garter and st st  patterns as set with no further increasing or decreasing until the piece measures the same length as the back to the start of the armhole garter st. Work the first 6 sts of the next row in garter st for 4 rows. Bind off 3 sts at the beginning of the next row. Keep the 3 sts at the armhole in garter st, continue in patterns until armhole measures the same as the back to the shoulder. Bind off 11 (14, 17, 20, 23) sts for the shoulder. Continue in garter st on the remaining sts until the piece measure 3”. Place all sts on a holder.

Right Front: 
With size 13 needles, cast on 24 (27, 30, 33, 36) sts. Work in garter stitch for 4 rows.

Shape neckline:

Row 1: K 5, K2tog, K to end.

Row 2: P to the last 5 sts, K5.

Row 3: K 5, increase 1 st, K to end.

Row 4: P to the last 6 sts, K6. 
Row 5: K 6, K2tog, K to end.

Row 6: P to last 6 sts, K6.

Row 7: K6, inc 1 st, K to end.

Row 8: P to last 7 sts, K7.
Row 9: K 7, K2tog, K to end.

Row 10: P to last 8 sts, K8.
Row 11: K 8 , inc 1, K to end.

Row 12: P last 9 sts, K9.

Row 13: K 11 , K2tog, K9.

Row 14: P to last 9 sts, K9.

Row 15: K 9, inc 1, K to end.

Row 16: P last 10 sts, K10.

Row 17: K 12, K2tog, K to end.

Row 18: P to last 10 sts, K10.

Work even in garter and st st  patterns as set with no further increasing or decreasing until the piece measures the same length as the back to the start of the armhole garter st. Work the last 6 sts of the next row in garter st for 4 rows. Bind off 3 sts at the beginning of the next wrong side row. Keep the 3 sts at the armhole in garter st, continue in patterns until armhole measures the same as the back to the shoulder. Bind off 11 (14, 17, 20, 23) sts for the shoulder. Continue in garter st on the remaining sts until the piece measure 3”. Place all sts on a holder.
Finishing:
Place the sts from the collar onto 2 needles and hold the needles parallel to each other with the right sides facing each other. With a third needle; K 1 st from the front together with 1 st from the back, repeat and then bind off.  Repeat this across all the sts. Cut yarn and sew the edge of the collar to the bound off sts of the back neck. Work in ends. Sew on button( which can be popped through the knitting) or fasten with a stick or a pin. Enjoy!
